What is NET?

NET Ministries of Canada started in
1994. Our traveling teams travel from town
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to town proclaiming the Gospel of Christ top >
many young people in schools and parishes
Every retreat, young people encounter Jesus
in a new and personal way. The question,
“How do we live out this new faith in Jesus?”
has risen in the past. Parishes were looking
for support to continue helping their young
people grow in love for Christ and the
Church. Inspired by the Holy Spirit, NET’s an-
swer to this question is our parish-based
teams.

What is a NET parish team?

One of the most difficult things about a
youth ministry program in a parish is getting
it started. We understand this and so NET has
helped jump start youth ministry programs in
over 20 parishes across Canada and Ireland
since 2001. A NET parish team provides a par-
ish with a team of 4-8 young adults on fire for
Christ who are passionate about bringing the
love of Jesus to young people and have gone
through five weeks of intensive formation
and ministry training. A NET team can give
the jump-start that a healthy and sustainable
youth ministry program needs.

for two years aids sustainability and creates a stronger foundation of youth ministry, how-
ever, the initial commitment from both the parish and NET Ministries is only one year. Af-
ter a few months of ministry, NET and the parish will discern a second year commitment.
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What is the cost per year?

The parish is responsible for providing the transportation costs of the team including a mini-van capa-
ble of holding a minimum of 8 passengers. Parishes in the past have either had parishioners donate a
van or leased a van for one year.

These prices are approximations for the ministry year of 2010-2010 and are subject to change

The amount of financial contribution to NET Ministries of Canada Inc. will be $42,000.00 payable
by September 30, or $10,500.00 paid on the first of September, November, January, and March.

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The parish is responsible for providing a mini-van capable of holding 8 passengers simultaneously.
The parish also is responsible for the cost of insuring the vehicle.

Approximate Total (excluding the cost of van and insurance). « . . .$54,000

The general cost for the team outside of supplies and transportation is $42,000 for a team of eight
trained young adults, the approximate salary of one full-time Youth Minister!
